Previous Minutes: The Minutes of meeting held on 6 February 2012 were corrected thus:

· The Secretary does not have to write to the Cremorne Bowls Club about displaying sign design entries prior to 27 April as that is the closing date for entries to be submitted.

Correspondence: 
1. An article for the next edition of the SAPRA News has been forwarded.
2. The Secretary is to write to Pipe Clay Coastcare thanking the group for its $150 donation to offset printing costs.
3. The Cremorne Playgroup and Coastcare have forwarded articles for inclusion in our forthcoming community newsletter.
4. A draft memo for use in the proposed meeting between our group and officers of the Clarence City Council has been forwarded to members of the CCG.
Business Arising:

1. Website  Ian Pearce reported that not a lot has happened in this area since the last meetiung but he asked us to encourage others to forward photos of Cremorne to him for uploading.  In due course, we need to plan for an official launch of our website (cocktail afternoon?).
2. Sign Design Competition  The community newsletter which is to be distributed soon will include a repeat of the information already issued to residents.
3. Mini Kite Festival  Vicki Pearce and Glenn Bremner (as well as Helen Bennett) met with the Kiteflyers Association head, David Gear, prior to the start of this CCG meeting.  It has been confirmed that the time for the mini festival will be from 12 noon to 2pm with the Beach Reserve and Main Beach being the venues for meeting, making and flying of kites.  A suggestion was made to combine a small market (12 noon to 1.30pm) with the festival at the Beach Reserve.  Discussion around this proposal lead to the following ideas (none of which were confirmed):
· set up a tent or marquee and have face painting;
· have a Showman’s Alley-type train ride available (Cheryl Talbot to make enquiries);

· set up a tent or marquee for kite making (simple designs, eg: A4 paper versions);

· hold a sausage sizzle lunch for children (BYO others);

· provide free icy poles for children who participate in the kite flying;

· set up a lucky dip stall; and
· encourage parents to organise some beach games that don’t clash with the kite flying.

The Kiteflyers Association may bring down a medium-sized “special” kite for demonstration     purposes…and local kite surfers may also be approached to show their gear up close.  Some kites from a Kiteflyers Association “kit” will be available for sale but residents are to be encouraged to arrive with their own kites.  David Gear is donating 100 paper kites (printed with fixing points).
4. Afternoon Tea  The sub-committee has decided on the foods to be served and requested that 8 slabs of slice (left whole) be donated…as well as raspberry jam, butter, lemons and eggs.  The group is aiming to cater for 100 people.
5. Membership  Vicki Pearce is to include an item about membership of the CCG in the next community newsletter.
6. Cremorne Bowls Club   Vicki Pearce asked members present to consider if the CCG might be interested in hosting some Friday evening meals when the Bowls Club’s kitchen is upgraded in the near future.
7. Secondhand Marquee  Brian Bennett advised that he had been in discussion with the Clarence City Council’s events manager, Wendy Moles, about acquiring a used and damaged (but repairable) 6m2 marquue from Council.  Members present voted to permit Brian to spend up to $50 on this acquisition on a motion moved by Vicki Pearce and seconded by Cheryl Talbot.
