Jodie Presnell (our resident grant writer) managed to find funding from a variety of difference sources to complete the track.
Thanks should go to the following, Clarence City Council, the Federal Government Caring for our Country Program and Landcare’s Be Natural for their financial contributions. 
To complete the track we will be adding of some interpretative signage, which we hope to finish in the next few months.

The Coastcare group has also received funding from the Tasmanian Community Fund to buy our own trailer. Hopefully this will make packing and unpacking equipment at working bees much simpler.  It will also mean I can have my garage back!

As the Club looks towards other celebrations in 2012 and 2013, it is worth recalling what the organisation’s founders wrote in their initial Notice of Public Meeting back on 10 March 1962:
The formation of a Bowling Green will supply a long-felt want in our community.  It will be the means of bringing the residents together to enjoy what is regarded as the greatest of all games from the standpoint of fellowship, pleasant recreation, skill, relief from mental worries etc.  A Bowling Club with its bowling green will undoubtedly be a great acquisition to the town, an attraction to visitors and, as has been the experience elsewhere, the green and the surroundings will become one of the most beautiful areas in the district.

50 years on, some of these words may seem a little “quaint”, but the forward vision of these early residents was realised due to the determination and dedication of them and those that followed.  For this, we are grateful.  

Ironically, and sadly, the Annual General Meeting of the Cremorne Bowls Club held at the end of May this year was a problematic affair.  Fifty years on from its foundation, the Club struggled to attract nominations for the Board of Management. Fortunately, there was a positive response to this crisis and, as it currently stands, we have a full Board with Cremorne residents now making up 50% of the Club’s executive.  

It is true of clubs such as ours, however, that the passage of time can mean the older members can no longer participate to the same level as they once did.  It is also true that, over time, the recreational interests of people change and some may perceive “bowls”, in its traditional sense, as not for them.  Nonetheless, locals are well represented in the Winter Indoor Bowls competition and in the Spring/Summer Barefoot Bowls season which is just around the corner. And we have at our disposal a clubhouse which is an invaluable community facility.
It is clear is that the demise of the local shop early in 2011 has created a gap in terms of social

Three options for the installation of new playground equipment at the Cremorne Beach Reserve have been released for community comment by Friday 14th Sept by the Council. Pipe Clay coastcare cont
The project aims to undertake control works of Serrated Tussock, African Boxthorn and Paterson’s Curse. This is being achieved through cooperation with Seven Mile Beach Parks and Wildlife Service and a contract weed controller. 
This work is a follow-up of previous grant efforts provided both by Tasmanian Landcare and the Federal Government’s Caring for our Country program. Whilst these weeds will require on-going control this grant has been a significant boost to maintain the efforts already achieved.
Emphasis is on control of these declared weeds in the immediate forested area of the reserve which is home to the endangered Eucalyptus Morrisbyi. Calverts Hill is home to one of the last remaining

stands of E.Morrisbyi which is under threat from these invaders. These declared weeds also exist in and around Cremorne.

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interaction and as a gathering place.  That’s why it is terrific to see the Bowls Club open its doors to events such as the Community Christmas Party, the activities of the Cremorne Community Group including the Sign Design Celebration and, on an ongoing basis, the Cremorne Playgroup.  What is true, too, is that residents have a vested interest in the future of the Club. In keeping with the sentiments expressed in the words of our founders in 1962, and bearing in mind the multiple uses and users of our Club, the opening line in section 1 of our new Constitution reads: The name of the incorporated association is the Cremorne Bowls and Community Club. The proposed Constitutional changes can only be voted upon by paid-up members.

If you want to see the Club survive, thrive and serve the community of Cremorne – being a means of bringing residents together – then sign on as a member.
