Cremorne Beach Reserve Playground Proposal

Council received almost 100 responses with over 50% in favour of the exercise equipment, about 30% in favour of the climbing blocks and about 20% for the pump track. It is currently seeking quotes for exercise equipment similar to that at Bellerive Beach. Council is also considering some work in the landscaping and planting along the front of the Reserve similar to what was proposed in the 2010 report: Management Plan for the Cremorne Foreshore.

Pipe Clay Coastcare News
Have you ever wondered how the Coastcare program came about? The initial Coastcare program was established by the Australian Government in 1995 as one recommendation of the Resource Assessment Commission, which identified that a national coastal action program needed to be established. It was to involve all governments, community and industry groups with responsibility for and interest in the management of coastal zone resources. Whilst there were many individual groups working along the coast prior this, the term Coastcare was introduced at this time. 
Pipeclay Coastcare is one of 2,000 Coastcare groups across Australia and, though relying on community volunteers, works closely with government and non government agencies to both identify local environmental problems and to work together to achieve practical solutions. 
Pipe Clay Coastcare is guided by a Management Plan (including a Weed Management Plan which was updated this year) to prioritise the annual work program. Work relies on both the work of community volunteers and on funding from annual grants which address our local priorities. Please see the August Cremorne Community Newsletter for all our successful 2012 Grants.
Members also contribute to the ongoing research of Tasmanian Shoreline Monitoring and ARChiving project (TASMARC), an initiative of researchers at the University of Tasmania. In 2004, a need was identified for accurate measurements of shoreline positions and beach profiles. This relies on the work of volunteers who measure the profile of beaches from fixed survey marks with measurements.*
The provision of simple, accurate information for local communities is one of the underpinning principles of the national coast care strategy. In 2012 Pipeclay Coastcare updated its noticeboard at the Cremorne Beach Reserve. New interpretative signage relating to local bird species is soon to be installed along the Spit track.
Pipe Clay Coastcare usually meet on the third Sunday of each month at 10am to carry out practical, hands on work. Much of the weeding work carried out around Cremorne this year has been completed by contractors. Cremorne has a huge population of serrated tussock grass, one of Australia’s most invasive weeds. Working with landholders, Parks and Wildlife, DPIPWE, Clarence City Council and contractors we have covered an area of over 100ha in the vicinity of Cremorne. This work has also included ongoing control of populations of African Boxthorn and Paterson's Curse on Calvert’s Hill and in the residential area of Cremorne. A contractor also carried out weed eradication work along the road into Cremorne.  The Coastcare group assisted in revegetation work on both public and private land, including revegetation to increase wildlife corridors on a property near Calvert’s Hill. 
A track was completed at The Spit in order to limit sand dispersion on the dunes at the mouth of Pipe Clay Lagoon and to allow a high tide access between the beach and the lagoon. Working with many members of the community and supported by Clarence City Council the track was completed with funding from a variety of sources. 
Not only did we have a good turnout for working bees at The Spit track but we also had a good turnout for Clean Up Australia at the beginning of the year. Most of the rubbish collected was from along the road into Cremorne.
Big thanks to everyone involved in running the group, especially Jodie, Nicky, Jeg, Rachel  and Juls.

A MOMENT IN THE HISTORY OF CREMORNE

October is a standout month in the history of Cremorne not only is 12th October the official birthday of our village but it is the month when the S.S.Nubeena ran aground on the 7th October 1910. Below is an edited extract of a description of this event prepared for the Cremorne Community Group by Di Monks and the local working group for the centenary of its grounding in 2010.
Boat Stranding At Cremorne
In the late 1800s steam ships were used as the main means of conveying freight and passengers between Hobart and surrounding south eastern rural communities. 

The S.S. Nubeena was typical of the river steamers of her day. She was a wooden hulled vessel of 93/138 tons built in 1890 by W. Bayes at Battery Point, for W.J. and G. Whitehouse and W. Pitfield of Hobart who traded as Whitehouse Brothers. 

On Friday 7 October 1910, she berthed at Koonya on the Tasman Peninsula. During the day about forty head of cattle were loaded for transport to Brown’s River (Kingston).  She left Koonya at 6pm with the cattle and eighteen passengers aboard. On the trip she had to again call at Dunalley where the voyage was delayed when she had to stop and retrieve one of the cattle that had jumped overboard, leaving Dunalley late at around 8pm bound for Hobart.  

This was the start of the S.S. Nubeena’s last voyage – she never made it to Hobart.

In the vicinity of Slopen Island, in Frederick Henry Bay, Captain John Franklin, having clerical work to attend to handed over to the mate, Gordon Vickary and left the bridge.  The night was dark with a westerly wind blowing and in order to avoid a beam sea, Vickary was told to keep the vessel “up to windward”.  The order, it appears was obeyed too literally, with the result that by the time she had crossed Frederick Henry Bay the steamer was a few miles off course. At 10.40pm she came ashore in a heavy swell, on the beach at Pipe Clay Lagoon, now known as Cremorne.  
The news of the accident reached Hobart about 1am on Saturday morning.  Arrangements were made for another steamer S.S. Breone to proceed to Pipe Clay Lagoon to collect the stranded passengers but by the time she arrived the majority had either walked or been transported by horse-drawn vehicles to Bellerive where they had caught the early morning ferry to Hobart. It was also reported that hospitality was provided by local residents and that no one was injured except for one passenger, a man, who had slipped on the deck and hurt his wrist. The S.S. Nubeena appeared to have been badly damaged and the next morning was found to be firmly embedded in the sand and was given up as a total wreck.

A report appeared in The Mercury newspaper on 11 October which said that the S.S. Nubeena was in a fairly upright position but was buried in the sand to a depth of six feet. At low tide it was possible to walk around the vessel.  Expert opinion was that the ship’s back was broken.
The details surrounding the wreck and how it came to be so far off course were brought out at a Marine Board inquiry held on 24th October 1910. The board found Captain Franklin was at fault.  When leaving the bridge he should have been more careful in giving directions on the course to be steered and made sure that the mate clearly understood the position of the steamer. The Board decided to be very lenient and ordered Captain Franklin’s certificate to be “suspended for 3 months from the date of the stranding.”  

The wreck on Cremorne Beach of the S.S. Nubeena and the inquiry happened over 100 years ago. Many a tide has ebbed and flowed over the remains of the wreck.  Now all that stands as a memorial to her is the rusty old boiler partially sunk in the sand.

In 2010 a group of Cremorne resident’s formed a committee, the Cremorne Community Group, to organize an event to acknowledge the stranding of the S.S. Nubeena, a 100 years ago.  The event ‘Wrecked in Cremorne’ was held on 9th Saturday  October and was a great success with many Cremorne families enjoying the activities and re-enactment of the S.S.  Nubeena’s coming ashore on the beach.
