Our facilities: The Cremorne Bowls & Community Club(CBCC) is a sporting & community club which is a great community resource, locally managed by a volunteer committee who represent both sporting and community members.  As the Club is established for its members all visitors to the Club are requested to sign our Visitors Book.

Conditions of use

· A deposit of $20 is required to secure your one off booking. This will be deducted from the total hire fee.

· Payment of the balance of the hire fee must be received in advance of all functions. 

· Music shall cease no later than 12 midnight, with the clubrooms and grounds to be vacated (after clean up) no later than 1 am. If further clean up of venue and surrounding area is required, this may be completed by 10 am the following morning.

· It is a requirement that for all large functions and parties that appropriate security arrangements are in place. We suggest that you review an online safe party checklist.
· Decorations are permitted, however, no sticky tape, glue or masking tape to be used on windows, walls or ceilings.

· Patrons are not to access the bowling green unless explicitly booked.

· Smoking is confined to designated areas.

Food & Beverage

· The CBCC is a fully licensed venue. No beverages of any kind are to be brought into the venue. The provision of bar services may be additional to the venue fee.

· The CBCC does not permit take away food or pre-prepared hot food to be brought into the venue. The Club kitchen is included in the hire fee. External caterers may be used on meeting CBCC requirements. 

· The CBCC does permit items to be cooked on our BBQ, and items accompanying BBQ food (eg. salads etc; which must be cold), may be brought into venue by patrons. The CBCC accepts no responsibility for food brought into our venue by patrons and our refrigeration facilities are not for public use.

· The CBCC is happy to discuss catering options with our patrons.

Cleaning

This is the responsibility of the hirer. (If you would prefer to hire a cleaner, please contact the CBCC for costings)

· Remove rubbish and any left over foodstuffs from the premises & grounds.

· Sweep the floor & sweep & mop the kitchen.

· Leave toilets & grounds neat & tidy.

· Wipe down all benches & tables used.

Bond

A Bond of $300 is required for certain functions (see Hire Rates) and payable at  time of booking, in advance for all large functions & uses:

· This Bond is fully refundable if the facility is left neat, clean and undamaged.

· If there is any cleaning or repairs necessary arising from your venue hire, your Bond will be forfeited in full or in part. You will be further invoiced for the additional costs should damages exceed Bond.

Club Conduct & Behaviour Policy
The CBCC adheres to the Club's code of conduct and behaviour policy as required. Employees, members and guests have the right to enjoy the venue without being subjected to behaviour that is unwanted, humiliates or offends them. The CBCC has the right to remove from the premises anyone who transgresses this code of conduct and behaviour policy.

Our Facilities & Services

The CBCC is a licensed venue consisting club rooms, bar and kitchen. The bowling green has seven rinks and indoor bowling mats are available on request.

The kitchen is available for the preparation of meals and is reasonably well equipped. Urns are available.

Crockery & cutlery are available. The BBQ area  is adjacent to the kitchen.

External caterers are permitted to use our facilities, the hirer is responsible for checking their public liability insurance and that all food handling legislation is adhered to.

The Club can provide a cleaning service after your event should you require this. Ask for cost at time of booking.
The Club can provide tables and chairs for seating for 60- 70 people and can accommodate 100+ people standing. The club rooms are flexible and can be set up for meetings, training settings, buffet or dining settings and dance floor area. There is a dedicated lounge area.  Marquees are also available for use. An indoor and outdoor sound system is in place.

You will be required to set up and pack up the venue.

As the Club is a licensed venue no beverages are to be brought into venue, we can, however, organise bar staff for your event at a cost to the hirer.

The Bowling Green and indoor bowling facilities are also available for hire; See the separate pamphlet: Bowling at Cremorne.
